Who’s Eligible:
» Teens, 12 to 18 years of age, who live in the Municipality of Anchorage.

Design Requirements:
» The logo can be digital or hand-drawn and either color or black and white as PDF or JPEG files of no more than 2MB’s.
» The logo must be able to translate to media including the teen space, letterhead, promotional posters, etc. 
» The entry must be an original artwork. Logos containing copyrighted images will not be accepted. Entrants are responsible
    to determine if any elements of the design are copyrighted.

How to Submit:
» Entries can be submitted during library hours between October 1 - November 2, 2010. 
» Deliver to the circulation desk at any Anchorage Public Library. Library hours can be found at www.AnchorageLibrary.org.
» All entries must be clearly labeled by the entrant and include the logo design entry form www.AnchorageLibrary.org signed
    by a parent or guardian.
» Entries must be submitted on a white sheet of 8.5 x 11 paper.

Rules: 
» Limit one entry per teen.
» Entries will not be returned.
» Inappropriate or obscene artwork will not be accepted.
» A panel of judges including SAB and TAB students will select a winner based on artistic merit and creativity.
» The winner will be announced in late November.
» The Anchorage Public Library and Rotary reserve the right to modify the winning logo for design and printing purposes.

What You Could Win!
» The winner will receive an iPad.
» A personal invitation to the opening of the new teen space.
» Logo will be in the “Teen Underground” space, printed in the library newsletter and on Facebook.
